Parents must be STEWARDS in good standing at the Holy Trinity Church in
Bridgeport, CT. Christian stewardship is our active commitment to using all our time,
talent, and treasure for the benefit of our church and humankind, in grateful
acknowledgment of Christ’s redeeming love.

. Applicants shall have attended the Sunday School of Holy Trinity, and, when it was

possible, the parish Greek School. Students who have recently arrived in our parish
district, from another Greek Orthodox parish, must submit satisfactory evidence of
having attended the Sunday and Greek Schools of their church.

. The Applicant must be a current high school graduate, accepted into an accredited college

or university.

SELECTION:

A Scholarship Committee composed of not less than seven representative members of Holy
Trinity will study all applications, attached documents, and transcripts submitted. Their
decision will be final. This study and all contents of the application are confidential.

BASIS OF SELECTION:

The applicant’s parish activity participation, character, citizenship, and personality
shall be considered.

The applicant must have been accepted into a college or university. The evaluation is
also based on the applicant’s ability and scholarship record.

DURATION OF THE AWARDS: The scholarship award is for one year only.
